Also on board,

former Deputy Prime Minister, train

enthusiast, and South Australia’s envoy for

the new railway, Mr Tim Fischer, made live

crosses from the satellite phones to news

and radio services across Australia.

History repeated when, two weeks later, the

Telstra Mobile Satellite service joined The

Legendary Ghan for its first passenger run to

Darwin. The two remote satellite terminals

enabled South Australia Premier, Mr Mike

Rann, and Northern Territory Chief Minister,

Ms Clare Martin, to maintain reliable voice

communications with their ministries and

constituents as well as share their

experience with national and international

media via live interviews.

At the same time, the Telstra Mobile

Satellite, hand-held unit provided

uninterrupted service inside the Pacific

National locomotive. In fact, the service was

so good that the Telstra Mobile Satellite

phones will now provide all driver back-up

communications on The Ghan.
